There
is a lot of effort and at times money involved in drafting and supporting submissions and by
joining forces with the other Marlborough Sounds Boat Clubs we will have a much larger and
effective voice. In line with this we have also supported the nomination of Mike Connolly, the
Commodore of the Pelorus Boat Club, for the vacant seat on the Blue Cod Management Group.

The MDC has also recently sent out a discussion paper re their proposal to implement Coastal
Occupation Charges. These proposed charges would be levied on a wide range of structures
including moorings, jetties, boatsheds, slipways, marine farms, pipelines etc that occupy areas
of coastal space in the sounds. Public submissions on this paper closed on 22nd August. We
have supported the PBC submission plus along with a number of individual submissions. Fur-
ther submissions can be made once the reviewed Regional Policy Statement is made available.
If you would like to be notified when it is, please email the MDC on
rps@marlborough.govt.nz.

Following the successful incorporation of the Matai Bay Hut group into the Boat Club we have
been approached by the Tennyson Islands Project group re the possibility of bringing them un-
der the Boat Club banner as well. This is still at the discussion stage and would need to be rati-
fied at a General Meeting. We will keep you posted on progress.

Sadly we recently lost another member with the passing of Ray Drummond. Our sympathies
go to Ray's family.

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A day out scalloping

Having friends out on the boat for a couple of days we decided to have a scallop dredge at Ketu
Bay.

One 15 minute tow brought up a dredge so full it took four of us to haul it aboard.

With great excitement we began sorting, over 60% of the catch was returned to the sea, and this
consisted of at least 50% empty shells with the balance of small scallops. Not surprisingly meat
was small and most of the rows were still not well developed.

Still delicious but no doubt will be better in a couple of months when they fatten.

Our intrepid visitors caught a Spiny dogfish, asked for it to be cooked for lunch and to our
surprise we all found it very eatable.

I have since read they are best filleted immediately then frozen before eating to improve the
texture but we found it fine. Something else to target when the Blue Cod season closes on the
31st August.

Spiny Dogfish- Squalus acanthias

A small shark with sharp spines at the front of the dorsal fin; they can inflict a nasty wound.
The Spiny dogfish are very plentiful in the Sounds and have become more prevalent as more
desirable species have been reduced. As with the Sea Perch (Jock Stuart) until we all
discovered they too were good eating.

The flesh of shovel nose Spiny Dog a deep water fish are sold in shops as Snow fillets.

You have to be careful of the spines, though not poisonous they can inflict a nasty jab,
especially when fishing barefoot in the boat. Spiny dogfish like all sharks have a tendency to
spin when hooked. If you get several on your gear they can quickly make a mess of your
terminal rig tying it in knots!

Ingredients

500g/11b 20z fish fillets (whiting, pollock, coley, etc)
Y red pepper, chopped

2 red chillies, chopped

2 thsp coriander

3 spring onions, finely chopped

2 cloves garlic, chopped -

1. Cut the fish into small pieces. Place the pepper, chillies, coriander, spring onions,
garlic, lemongrass and fish sauce into a food processor and blend to a paste.

2. Add the fish pieces to the paste and blend well. Mix to a smooth paste adding coconut
milk and egg.

3. Place the mixture in a bowl. Slice the beans finely into 3mm (1/8in) and stir into fish
paste. Chill in refrigerator overnight or for at least two hours.

4. Half-fill a heavy-based frying pan with oil and heat over a medium to high heat. Shape
the chilled paste into small patties with the help of a spoon. Carefully lower the fish
patties into the hot oil, in batches (the oil should reach halfway up the sides of the
patties). Fry until crisp and brown, turning once during cooking.

To serve for nibbles.

Chilli-spiced Almonds with Cumin.

Makes 500 grams

11/2 tsp flaky sea salt

11/2 tsp ground cumin seeds

1 tsp hot chilli flakes or 2-3 small dried chillies
1 small fresh chilli

10g (1 tbsp) sugar

45m (3 tbsp) peanut oil

360g (21/2 cups) blanched almonds

125¢g (1/2 cup & 21/2 thsp) sugar

Method: Lightly grease a low sided baking tray with baking spray or oil. Place salt, cumin
seeds, chilli flakes, fresh chilli and first measure of sugar into a bowl and mix together.
Place oil in a heavy based frying pan over a medium heat till hot. Add almonds and sprin-
kle second measure of sugar over almonds. Cook almonds for 8-12 minutes, stirring from
time to time, till they become golden and sugar has caramelised.

Remove almonds from pan and add to bow! with spices. Stir together quickly to ensure
spices are spread evenly over almonds.

Pour almonds onto prepared tray and before they are completely cool break into pieces.

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My Working Life At Sea

Graham Spall

For the past 8 or so years | have been working in the offshore industry in

Australia as a Marine Engineer. Usually | sail as Chief Engineer on a variety of vessel
types with different roles in the industry supporting oil and gas

production at sea.

AHTS. (Anchor Handling, Tow and Supply). These are multi role vessels

generally between 50 and 120 meters with a crew of around 14.

When anchor handling we are usually working with a construction barge laying pipe
and held in position with about 12 anchors that have to be continually moved as the
pipe is laid. The anchors weigh about 12 ton and have a buoy and wire (called pennant
-wire) attached to the anchor. We connect our work-wire to the pennant and lift the
anchor clear of the bottom. The anchor is either winched clear of the sea floor or
landed on deck for checking of connections and any damage. The barge then winches
the anchor cable back in and the gives us a new target point to set the anchor.

The survey team, on the barge, works with DGPS (Differential Global Positioning
System) and provides a computer on the tug our position and where they want the
anchor located. Once the anchor is on the bottom and holding we disconnect and move
to the next anchor. If working with a drilling rig there is a collar on the anchor chain
that we connect to and tow down the anchor chain while it is under tension. Once at
the anchor they release the tension and we tow the anchor free and lift it clear of the
bottom while the chain is winched in.

Towing normally involves towing barges from Singapore or Indonesia to location in
Australia. The winches have 2 drums, one with the work wire which does get a fairly
hard life and one with the tow wire usually about 1200 meters long.

When being used for supply it is deck cargo, fuel, water, liquid mud or brine (for the
drilling process) and dry bulk cement and barite (compound to make very technical
mud). The dry bulk products are pumped to the rig using compressed air and the
liquid cargoes using the ships pumps at around 80,000 liters per hour.

When operating alongside a rig, most vessels use DP (Dynamic Positioning). Inputs
for the position reference come from DGPS, a radar that locks onto a target on the rig,
a sonar transponder on the sea floor, a weight on the bottom with a taught wire (the
angle of the wire gives a position reference) Not all these are used at once but always
at least 2. Also there are sensors on the vessel for heave and roll changes in antenna
position due to sea conditions are taken into account.
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My Working Life At Sea cont

Construction vessels generally used on sub-sea construction and maintenance.

The sub-sea cranes on these vessels are fitted with heave compensation so a load can
be suspended in place regardless of the rise and fall of the vessel due to waves and
swell. There may also be saturation divers on board along with their support team and
equipment for saturation diving. Also usually there are ROV’s along with their
operator’s and maintenance team. These vessels usually have large accommodation
blocks and if involved in above sea level construction (new production platform etc.)
there may be 400 to 500 people onboard.

Crews can consist of as few as 11 or up to 500 people on board. Normal working days
are 12 hours, with strict requirements on hours of rest. A roster away is usually 28 to
35 days, generally always at sea. Between rosters | enjoy spending time on our yacht
“Christobel” sailing the sounds.

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Blue Cod Management Report
From Beryl Archer

The Blue Cod Management Group.

Three founding members of the group have left, citing frustration at the group's lack of influ-
ence.

Spokesman Eric Jorgensen said the group had met several times since then, and "once the frus-
trations of the remaining members regarding how the process had previously evolved had been
aired", the focus of those meetings moved to what should happen in the future.

The original terms of reference for the blue cod management group defined the scope of work
as being the recreational blue cod fishery within the Marlborough Sounds region, Jorgensen
said, but it had been agreed that next year's review should address the wider fishery and not be
limited only to the recreational aspect.

It was also agreed that the review would be of the total management options for the fishery,
including input from science, compliance, policy and stakeholders.

That widened scope made it necessary to expand membership of the group to include all fishing
sectors as well as the Ministry for Primary Industries as it had overall responsibility for
management of the fishery.

There would be three new members of the group, one each from the commercial and customary
sectors, and a replacement recreational fishing representative.

"This is a significant departure from the previous structure of the group and a change that, it is
believed, will encourage greater contribution and buy-in from stake holders during the review
process and development of the regulatory changes. This is particularly so given the
management group now includes the ministry as a member who will be contributing throughout
the process."

The group wanted a package of measures developed to be implemented by October next year.
Because all fishing sectors and the ministry would be involved, it was envisaged that whatever
management plan was developed, it would go to the minister with everyone's support, Jorgen-
sen said. This did not occur with the previous plan where much of the advice given by the
group was perceived as being ignored in the final reccommendations.

Letters to the commercial sector and to iwi groups had been sent out, and recreational groups
would also be approached for nominations.

Jorgensen said the management group was tasked with developing management measures for
blue cod in the Marlborough Sounds and it was imperative the community and users of the
resource work together and not become fractured through political lobbying and unclear
promises.

Beryl Archer was one of the members who resigned after
six years and nominated Jeremy Cooper as a
representative for the club.

Locked your key's in the car:
If you have remote keyless entry and the spare keys are at
home, call someone at home on their mobile phone for your cell phone, hold your cell phone
about a foot from your car door, then have the person at home press the unlock button, holding

it near the mobile phone on their end. Distance is no
object.

Is your mobile battery flat?

All mobiles have hidden battery power. To activate press the keys *3370# don't forget the
asterisk(*) and do this when the phone is almosr dead. Your mobile will restart in a special way
with this new reserve and the instrument will show a 50% increase in battery life. The reserve
will get recharged when you charge your mobile next time. This secret is in the fine print in
most phone manuals but most people however skip this information without realising.

How to disable a stolen mobile phone:

To check your mobile phones serial number, key in the following digits on your phone *#06#
Again, don't forget the asterisk (*) A 15 digit code will appear, this number is unique to your
phone so write it down and keep it safe. If your phone gets stolen, ring your provider and give
them this code. They will be able to block your phone so even if they insert a new SIM card
your phone will be totally useless.

ATM pin reversal

If you should ever be forced to withdraw money from an ATM machine, you can notify police
by entering your pin in reverse. IE. Your pin number is 1234—then enter 4321. The ATM
system recognises that your pin number is backwards from the ATM card you placed in the
Machine. The machine will still give you money as requested, but unknown to the other person,
the police will be immediately despatched to the location. All ATMs carry this emergency
sequencer by law.

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BLUE COD
CLOSED AND RESTRICTED AREAS

In each Fishery Management Area there are closed areas where no fishing is allowed. These
areas may be closed by the Ministry for Primary Industries as prohibited areas or by the Depart-
ment of Conservation as marine reserves.

Contact the Department of Conservation for details of marine reserves.

In each Fishery Management Area there are also areas where particular fishing

methods are restricted.

The notes in this guide identify the areas within the Challenger Fishery Management

Area, but these are only a guide. If you are not sure about the location of closed fishing areas,
contact your nearest Ministry for Primary Industries or Department of

Conservation Office.

Recreational Fishing For Blue Cod In The Marlborough Sounds
If you are a recreational fisher in the Marlborough Sounds, you need to read this.
In Area 1 — Marlborough Sounds Area:

>> Open every year — 20 December until 31 August inclusive.
>> Closed every year — 1 September until 19 December inclusive.

>> You can only take or possess 2 blue cod per fisher at any one time.
This applies even if you caught the fish from outside the area and you are transporting the fish
through the area.

>> You can only have blue cod 30 — 35cm.

>> You must not fillet blue cod, unless
you eat them immediately. Any blue cod
eaten form part of your daily limit.

>> You must not use more than 2 hooks
per fishing line, when fishing for any fin-
fish species (excluding long lines).

>> Fishers staying in baches and aboard
vessels are not exempt from these regula-
tions and may only land or transport by
sea, 2 whole or gutted blue cod on any one
day.
